CHAPTER ONE

	DISCERN AND UNDERSTAND YOUR PROPHETIC SEASON

	If you stay stuck in the past season or fixated on the future season, you will miss the one you are in. - Maree Dee

	The consistency of the earth’s seasons reflects its Maker and the steadiness of His character. Timing is crucial; He controls and orders His divine calendar to make everything beautiful in its time. To play a significant role in His earthly platform, one must be in sync with His ordered steps, discover their purpose for the present time, and walk with Him. This involves accepting and appreciating His instructions and perfectly ordained timing. 

	Our father of faith, Abraham, was commended for his obedience, which was credited to him as righteousness because divine directives require obedience. A prophetic timing or season is a God-ordained moment for fulfilling His divine purposes. Resenting or failing to walk in obedience and perfect timing leads to rebellion, resulting in despair, failure, delay, and frustration. This explains why many people who act without discerning the right time and season often lack His guidance, direction, and the blessings of both spiritual and physical prosperity.
