 
INTRODUCTION
 
Holiness was not hidden to the Twelve Disciples and the first Christians. In fact, in my opinion, it is precisely because holiness was basic to their understanding of the Christian life that holiness is to some degree hidden for us today. What do I mean by that? Holiness imparted to all who receive Jesus as saviour was taken for granted, accepted as the only result of salvation in believers by the early Church, so much so that they did not write a great lot about it. 
 
The erroneous teaching so many Christians live under today would have been simply ridiculous to them. For them such false beliefs would have been considered an effrontery to Christs suffering, death, burial, and resurrection on our behalf. With the exception of Paul’s explanation of the results of Jesus’ atonement in Hebrews nine and ten, most of the New Testaments references and teaching on holiness are indirect mentions. That is not an excuse for us. Proverbs 25:2 says, The honour of God is to hide a thing, and the honour of kings to search out a matter.
  
Revelation tells us Jesus has made us Kings and Priests unto God. Perhaps God secreted holiness to some degree in the New Testament, for discovery only by enthusiastic seekers. I have begun, in chapter one, with quotes from prominent early Church writers spanning the first 1600 years of Christianity, making it clear holiness, as taught by the first Christians, was transmitted to faithful men who were able to teach others also.
 
CHAPTER ONE
 
I am always surprised how one verse in Paul’s letter to Titus is either not seen, overlooked, or interpreted as something we must do ourselves. Chapter 1:15: Everything is pure to those whose hearts are pure. But nothing is pure to those who are corrupt and unbelieving, because their minds and consciences are corrupted. Here Paul is confirming the foundations of the life in Christ as accepted by the first Christians. He perceives of only two types of people in the World. The pure in heart – Christians, and unbelievers who are corrupted. 
We will see the statements following agree with Paul’s pure within verse, and the New Testaments overall information about holiness. I ask the reader to spend time thinking about these teachings. Receiving them as truth will change your Christian life to a far better experience.
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
