If working hard alone created wealth, then the hardest working people in the world would be the richest. The farmers who wake before sunrise, the construction workers who spend long days under the heat of the sun, the nurses who stand on their feet for twelve hours at a time, these would be the individuals building financial empires.

But reality tells a different story.

Many of the people who work the hardest often struggle the most financially, while others who seem to work far fewer hours accumulate incredible wealth.

Why?

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Seeing the System for the First Time
