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THE HORSEMEN
 
 The vision of the four horsemen of the Apocalypse - chapter six in the Bibles last book – Revelation, is for a specific time in the progress of World history. The horsemen can beloosely described as war, famine, plague and pestilence, death and hell. Although, if you read the chapter you will find alot moreis involved than those descriptions. Many people today are familiar with the contents of the book Of Revelation through the Left Behind fiction series, which had sales of 80 million. Jesus gave what amounts to a brief summary of the book of Revelation, recorded in Mathews Gospel chapter twenty-four. Jesus Christ is the Son of God. He has never spoken a word that is not truth nor given a prediction that has not come to pass. Despite our best efforts we have always had, and according to Jesus, will always have, wars, famines, plagues and pestilence brought about by the majorities desire to live independently of God in the world. Saint Paul described that majority as being...”without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world.” (Ephesians chapter 2 verse 12) Speaking about thesethings Jesus said, “And you will hear of wars and rumours of wars. See that you are not troubled for all these things must come to pass. But the end is not yet. For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. And there will be famines, pestilences, and earthquakes in various places. All these things are the beginning of sorrows.” (Mathew chapter 24 verses 5-8) Definitely bad news. Paradoxically the very fact Jesus was hereto tell us thesethings is good news. More on that later in the book. The four horsemen will arrive in full force in the time 1 period Jesus calls “the end”.
